The protocol:

1. Before the talk

a. Identify a person who will be responsible for (1) making a written record of the questions during the Q&A session after the talk and (2) distributing and collecting the evaluation forms and pens/pencils.

2. At the start of the talk, tell the audience:

a. This talk is part of a larger initiative on science literacy.  Every year, there are new scientific discoveries, and people who went to school several years or several decades ago may not be aware of some of the fascinating discoveries.  

b. Science literacy and knowledge is part of an educated public – we make decisions every day that have impact on ourselves, our neighbors, our local environment and the global environment.  For example, what you chose to eat for breakfast today has an impact on your health.   Many have heard the phrase: “You are what you eat.”   Your consumption has an affect on the world.

c. Today’s talk looks at bacteria – what they eat and how that consumption affects their world and our world.

d. The materials for this presentation were partially developed with funding from the US National Science Foundation.  The NSF uses tax dollars to support research and advance science in the United States – and to enhance the science education of students and the public.
